     The month of January, 2008 started 

with a bang and has literally flown by! 

     This being the second term of school, 

the Gr. 2ôs have been concentrating on 

longer, more involved stories in reading. 

Again, I expect the children to practice 

for smooth reading and to know what 

they are reading [comprehension]. Par-

ents, you can help your child with com-

prehension by using the W5 method of 

asking questions: What happened to . . . ?  

Who did . . .?  When did . . .?  Where 

did . . .?  and  Why did . . .? 

     In Math we are learning the higher +/- 

facts up to #18. Please encourage your 

child to practice these harder facts using 

flashcards at home. We have also been 

learning to add and subtract doubles and to 

see how knowing doubles helps us figure 

out other number facts. Eg:  If 8+8= 16 and 

9+9= 18 then 8+9 or 9+8 must be 17.  

(This is also teaching kids how to reason 

which is important in problem solving.)
